4th September – “Stop!” How to Control Predatory Chase Behaviour

Throwing a ball for a game of chase is an enjoyable and rewarding experience for many owners and their dogs. For other owners canine chase behaviour turns into a nightmare when their dog chases cyclists, cars or sheep. When their dogs choose what to chase it can compromise owners financially, cause the target severe injury or even death, and threaten the life of the dog.

A good trainer or behaviour counsellor needs to be able to address inappropriate predatory chase behaviour swiftly and effectively.  We’ll be looking at the reasons for the problem, the more effective solutions and how to alter the behaviour.

5th September - The Holistic Nature of Canine Behaviour Problems. 

Exploring the nature of dogs, how they maintain emotional equilibrium, why they fall into problem behaviours and the principles behind some simple solutions. Includes case studies and anecdotes and the opportunity for audience discussion. We’ll also be looking at some of the emotional aspects of behaviour problems.
About David Ryan

David was a police dog handler and Home Office accredited instructor for twenty-six years until 2007, helping to lead the revolution in professional dog training out of the “push, pull and shout” methods used since the Great War. During that time he trained dogs from seven stone German Shepherds to one-stone-wringing-wet Cocker Spaniels, including general-purpose police dogs (the ones with the teeth), drugs, weapons and cash detection, explosives search and firearms support dogs. 
He was the first police dog instructor to be awarded Southampton University’s postgraduate diploma in companion animal behaviour counselling, with distinction, in 2002, and also the first to be accepted as a full member of the Association of Pet Behaviour Counsellors, currently serving as Chair.
